EFFECTS

e By 2030 - 40%0 of Scotland’s Population could
be classed as Obese - Heart disease, Stoke,
diabetes and cancer.

CONSEQUENCES

e If unchecked the consequences of obesity will
perpetuate social inequalities in health in Scotland
and affecting its competitiveness.
